
City chalks up record GCSE results
School pupils from Nottingham have achieved the cityÕs best-ever GCSE results.The proportion of pupils
gaining at least five good grades (A*-C) in the 2005 summer exams jumped to almost 43% - up from 38%
last year and exceeding the Government target.No fewer than nine of the 17 state secondary schools in
Nottingham scored record results,with Trinity School in Aspley recording 86% - the highest rate ever

achieved by pupils at a state school in the city. At Greenwood Dale School,which serves the inner
city area of Sneinton,the proportion of pupils achieving five good grades soared by 14 percentage points to
79%.The success follows last weekÕs news of record A-level passes by students in Nottingham.
