4. To evaluate and make decisions about treatment options in line with MST-CAN principles and analytic process, taking into account both theoretical and therapeutic models and the systemic and developmental context and processes that have shaped the family.

5. Participate in all MST-CAN training and supervision and any identified future training needs.
6. Complete case paperwork weekly on all cases and Implement MST-CAN with model integrity with the ultimate goal of achieving the best outcomes for families
7. To utilise theory, evidence based literature and research to support evidence based practice in individual and family work for the presenting problems, including best practice in high risk and complex situations.
8. Collaborate and engage with all appropriate stakeholders working in partnership with other disciplines to ensure effective links with statutory and non statutory care agencies.

9. To ensure the highest standards are met in relation to the effective safeguarding of young people and adherence to Nottingham City councils safeguarding policies and procedures.

10. To attend relevant meetings relating to individual young people and families and also in relation to identified referral pathways and structures within Health and Children’s Services.

11. To undertake appropriate auditing and monitoring of work to ensure best outcomes and ensuring appropriate communication with stakeholders and developing effective networking and publicity of the service.
12. To provide advice and guidance on the MST-CAN model and referral processes.
