Who What When

	----------------   will play at an activity of his own choice with adult support for 3 minutes daily 
	Key Worker (KW) to join ………. At his choice and support and encourage him to sustain his play/ activity. Maybe modelling play skill or doing different actions to what he is doing.  

	---------------- will sit on the toilet or potty every nappy change with his nappy off for one verse of ‘twinkle twinkle little star’


	KW to take ----------------  nappy off possibly standing up and sit him on the potty. Together sing twinkle twinkle. Praise any performance, if a wee - together pour into toilet. 

	---------------- will respond by ‘looking / pointing / saying’ when offered a choice of 2 activities offering 2 real objects.  3 time during the day.
	Adult / KW to offer  ----------------  a choice, by holding / offering 2 real objects to represent the activities ie paint bush – painting / bucket – sand. “Do you want to play with the paint or the sand ?” Accept the look / point as his choice. Say ‘oh you want to paint’ then take to play with the activity. 

	---------------- will make/copy play sounds along with actions, following an adult model every session.

	KW will engage ---------------- alongside his own self chosen activity. Whilst playing make appropriate play sounds ie wheee, sliding down slide, brmm brmm  cars, ‘splash splash’ in water etc. Leave space / time for child to join in. Every session. 

	---------------- will take 5 turns with another child with adult support everyday.

	KW to support / organise a game/ activity for ---------------- to take turns with another child. Support by saying ---------------- turn ‘jake’s’ turn. Choose activities that show a clear turns ie cars down a ramp, building a tower, rolling a ball/tyre/ car to each other, filling a bucket, marble down a marble run etc. do every day 

	---------------- to name 6 out of 8 objects during a play activity led by KW. Every day (baby, brush, wash, cup, spoon, car, ball, brick)

	KW to organise a play activity that develops ---------------- play skills and provides ---------------- opportunities to name these objects, initially KW to name objects as playing with items, then gradually ask for items from child, eventually to spontaneously name the items.

	---------------- will sit on the carpet and do 2/3 actions during 2 action songs with adult prompt 3 times a week. 

	KW to sit alongside ---------------- when it is time for singing. Encourage 
---------------- to join in with the actions for the song. Adult to model and move his arms to the action. Keep him looking and listening. Gradually withdraw support so he spontaneously joins in with some actions. 

	---------------- will feed himself his whole plate of food after the adult has helped him to load each fork/spoon full. At each meal time. 

	KW to sit next to ---------------- and holding his hand together scoop and load the spoon/fork. Begin to help him to take the food to his mouth, lessen the support so he does the putting in the mouth, till you just need to prompt the movement to the mouth with a prompt at the elbow. Talk and try and keep him on task.

	---------------- will put his coat on every day following adult verbal prompts 

	KW all adults  to support ---------------- put his coat on by back- chaining. Ie getting   ---------------- to do the last action of putting on his coat .ie pushing his last hand through the sleeve. Then pushing his arm through the arm hole and then the sleeve. So eventually he is doing all the actions of putting his coat on. 

	---------------- will choose a song from the song bag by picking the appropriate object from the bag with minimal adult support 

	Adult to offer ---------------- the song bag with 5 objects (songs) for him to choose, when he chooses ‘what shall we sing ---------------- ? expect vocalisation / sign action reinforce ‘you want hickory dickory dock’ – then all sing and do actions with all children.

	---------------- will respond to an object of reference to indicate a change in routine / what’s happening next by calmly going to the activity. (nappy – changing – plate - snack/ dinner, hat – outside play, teddy – sleep time) 

	Adult to show ---------------- the agreed object to indicate what’s happening next. ‘saying---------------- its time for nappy change – lets go to toilet.  Then take ---------------- to the activity/ meal etc. reduce support by showing & saying its time for snack and hope that he takes himself to the snack table etc. 

	---------------- will respond to a photo reference to indicate a change in routine. By following the routine 4 out of 5 times each day. 

	Adult to show ---------------- the photo of what’s happening next. Say its time to have snack showing him the photo. Encourage him to go to snack table and join the activity. Use photos for snack time, outside play, sleep time, toilet time, dinner time, story / singing time. Ensure when you have shown him the next activity ensure he goes to this. 

	---------------- will wash and dry his hands with minimal adult prompts 3 out of 4 times each day  

	KW to support ---------------- through the hand washing process giving physical prompts to follow the sequence, using simple repetitive phrases. Reducing support over time so that he begins to follow the sequence himself with some verbal prompts. 

	---------------- will accept an adult intruding into his play for 3 mins every day

	KW to join ---------------- in his play copying his actions alongside him. Continue alongside perhaps doing a different action or trying to make the activity a little more turn taking. See if he copies or is happy for you to interrupt ie he’s pouring water and you put a cup under to catch the water he’s pouring. 

	---------------- will use 2 words together when playing with an adult every day 

	KW to join ---------------- in his play copy or add words to what he is saying ie if he says ‘sleeping’ you add yes the cat is sleeping etc. 

	---------------- will sign / say word when choosing an object from the bag during an activity. 3 out of 6 times daily (ball, spoon, cup, car, brush, doll) 

	KW to undertake an objects in a bag activity with ---------------- on his own. Taking the object out and saying the word and signing at the same time. Work on ---------------- naming/signing the object or finding the object when you sign/say the word. Make activity fun  

	---------------- will indicate a choice by smiling at a texture he is feeling when offered 2 different textures 

	KW to give ----------------  a texture to feel and watch his reaction, give another texture to feel, see if he looks at on texture or the other when offered if not take his positive response as a choice and give him more sensory experience with the one he seemed to prefer. Make the textures very different to begin with ie gritty, soft etc.

	---------------- to give eye contact with an adult when he wants the object that the adult is offering 3 out of 5 times 

	KW to join ---------------- in his play and when you know there is an object that he is interested in . take the object and hold it near your eye’s and near him to encourage him to look at you as a way of requesting that he wants the object.
