	1 Job Purpose

To provide an efficient and responsive inspection and maintenance regime to playgrounds and other associated facilities maintained by Nottingham City Council.  To provide and keep concise and detailed records of all inspections, defects and repairs of equipment.  Carry out repairs to equipment and ensure sites are maintained to appropriate European Standards.   Liaise with colleagues to ensure any non – playground defects (cleanliness etc) are rectified within agreed timescales.  Assist future development of playgrounds by providing technical knowledge.     

	

	2 Principal duties and responsibilities

	1. To provide a responsive inspection and maintenance service for playgrounds managed by Nottingham City Council and if required, other non-Council sites.

2. To carry out regular inspections of all playgrounds to meet both Health and Safety and European Safety Standards and ensure that accurate online records are kept for these.  
3. Carry out ongoing repairs and other maintenance functions following inspections or reports of issues, or ensure that sites are made safe until repairs can be carried out.
4. To prioritise own work load to be able to undertake inspections, maintenance and reactive duties, to ensure play spaces are maintained to a high standard.  
5. Carry out other specialist works as directed (such as welding / angle grinding re-securing sites etc.) to ensure sites remain usable and safe. 

6. To carry out full operational inspections of equipment to ensure movable elements are lubricated and operating within specified tolerances.

7. Provide technical information to help assist the development of new playgrounds and if required, be present at the commissioning of new playground sites and be available during annual inspections to ensure timely repairs of defects are undertaken.  

8. Ensure any non-playground defects or defects on wides sites (such as broken glass / needles etc.) are removed if possible or reported and recorded to the relevant officer.  

9. To comply with existing statutory legislation and safe working practices. Must be willing to undertake training to perform to the required standards and ensure that playground / play space safety is maintained to high standards.
10. To take reasonable care to the health and safety of yourself and of other persons who may be affected by your activities or the activities of operational staff under your control. Provide guidance in accordance with the provision of the appropriate health and safety legislation. 
11. To undertake duties, appropriate to the grade of the post, in relation to the Department's disciplinary, grievance and sickness procedures.
12. To exercise proper care in handling, operating and safeguarding of any equipment or appliances issued by the City Council for individual or collective use in the performance of his/her duties.
13. To be committed and sensitive to ensuring equality of opportunity in terms of service provision and employment practices and to perform his / her duties in accordance with the City Council's Equal Opportunities Policy.
14. To carry out other duties as the Supervisor may determine.

15. Must be able to work weekends (including evenings) and bank holidays if required to undertake emergency repairs.
