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The GIS Team are part of Nottingham City Council, who are the data controllers for the personal data (or personal information) that we process about you. When we process personal information relating to you, we will only do so when it is necessary and where we have a lawful reason to do so. 
[image: ][image: ]The council has commissioned Cyclomedia Technology BV to collect and anonymise  a ground-level reality capture dataset, gathered primarily through car-mounted 360° cameras. 

We will use the information we collect for a number of reasons, depending on the service or reasons for interacting with you. This includes:
· Planning application assessments
· Urban development and investment across the city
· Public engagement activities, including through a 3D reality mesh 
· Transport planning and associated activities
· Provided across the council for various business use cases
When we process personal information, we will comply with data protection legislation and enable you to exercise your rights contained within the legislation.
What personal information will the Council process?
The information that we collect about you to fulfil the purposes, objectives, or to deliver the services outlined above will relate to your:
· Faces of individuals in public spaces (blurred) 
· Vehicle number plates (blurred)
Individuals cannot be identified from the images as they are blurred on collection and are therefore, anonymised.
Lawful basis for processing
The basis under which we use your personal information for these purposes is that this is 
· necessary for the performance of a task carried out in the public interest by the Council or in the exercise of official authority vested in the Council under the Data Protection Act 2018 and UK GDPR Article 6(1)(e).
This is a result of the powers or duties contained in:
Local Government Act 1972
Localism Act 2011, s1

Will my information be shared with other organisations or used for other purposes?
The Council will only share the anonymised images with other departments within the Council, and with other organisations when it is necessary to provide the services to you, and when we have a lawful reason to do so. The Council may also share your information when we are obliged to by law.
In relation to this service, the Council may share the anonymised images with:
· Other public bodies under a Third Party Licence Agreement
· The data is also integrated into an anonymised 3D photo reality model, which may be used within the public domain.
The information may also be used for the purpose of any other function carried out by the Council. This may include sharing your information across the Council, or with external organisations. Information about these functions and the legal basis on which information is used for them can be found at http://www.nottinghamcity.gov.uk/privacy-statement/  
The information will only be used for another purpose where it is lawful to do so.

Do I have to provide the information?
You are not obliged by statute or contract to provide the information that is specified here. However, if we were not able to process your personal data we would not be able to full effectively the purposes outlined in this notice. 

How long will the Council retain the data for?
The Council will not have access and therefore not retain, any personal data. The images gathered are blurred on collection under the contractual terms with Cyclomedia Technology BV.
Once processed and anonymised, Cyclomedia Technology BV only retains the blurred, anonymised ground reality capture.
The Council publishes an Information Asset Register (IAR), this will outline the retention periods for the personal data we process. You can find this IAR on our website https://www.nottinghamcity.gov.uk/your-council/about-the-council/access-to-information/information-request/.

Information Rights
The UK General Data Protection Regulation provides for the following rights as prescribed by the legislation: 
· A right to request a copy of your information 
· A right to request rectification of inaccurate personal data 
· A right to request erasure of your data known as ‘the right to be forgotten’ 
· A right to in certain circumstances to request restriction of processing 
· A right in certain circumstances to request portability of your data to another provider 
· A right to object to processing of data in certain circumstances 
· A right regarding automated decision-making including profiling 

However, Nottingham City Council can restrict the above rights in certain circumstances for example to avoid obstructing an investigation, avoid prejudicing the prevention, detection, investigation or prosecution of criminal penalties or to protect the rights and freedoms of others.
