Carers Respite Service
Introduction

The Carers Respite Service will provide respite support for carers who do not currently access adult social care services. The service will provide a home based respite for the cared-for where the carer has identified the requirement for a short term intervention. This will incorporate sitting services or activities to engage the cared-for as appropriate. The Carer Respite Service will be jointly commissioned by Nottingham City Council and Nottingham NHS Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG). 
Update

The Carers Respite Service has been through a competitive tender process and the delivery of the service has been awarded to NCHA who will start to deliver the service from the 1st April 2014. The service will initially run as a pilot for 18 months.

The service will work closely with Carer’s First: The one stop shop for carers, which is delivered by Carers Federation. Carer’s First will be responsible for assessing carers and referring them onto the Carers Respite Service. They will work closely with NCHA to market and promote the service; other responsibilities include the evaluation of the pilot, specifically focused on supporting carers and reducing the requirement for social care and health interventions.
Next steps
The service will be closely monitored with Carer’s First and NCHA in the first few months and then quarterly to provide ongoing monitoring and evaluation of the benefits of the service. As the service is a pilot it provides the opportunity to ensure the service meets the intended outcomes identified. Alongside Carer’s First and NCHA we will develop a robust evaluation framework which will assist in tracking these outcomes and benefits for Carers.
